Please ensure that you meet the following criteria
and that all supporting documents are enclosed.

Criteria
To be eligible the applicant must be :
e A Singapore citizen or Singapore Permanent Resident;
e A Eurasian, or having one parent who is a Eurasian; and
¢« AFull-Time Student at the Primary, Secondary, Post-Secondary and Tertiary Levels in a School or Institute in the
National Education System. The Institutes include local Primary and Secondary schools, ITEs, Polytechnics
[NYP, NP, RP, SP, TP], the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts [NAFA], La Salle College of the Arts and the 3
National Universities [NUS, NTU, SMU].
e For Bursary Awards: Family per capita income must not exceed $750 (for Bursary & Study Grant applicants).

1) Bursary Awards

a) Bursary (Primary & Secondary)
Students from Primary and Secondary level who have passed their School Final Examinations.

b) Study Grant (Tertiary)
Students who have gained admission to an ITE, a Junior College, Polytechnic, or University or have been
promoted to the next higher level in any of these institutions.

v Applicants for Items 1(a) and 1(b) must meet the income criteria:
Family per capita income must not exceed $750.

2) Merit Awards
Applicable to Students from Primary, Secondary and Tertiary (ITE, Junior College, Polytechnic & University) levels
who are studying in local schools / institutions. There is no income criteria. Selection is solely based on academic
results.

3) Excellence Awards
Students who have performed with high academic merit in the national examinations (Based on MOE data; the top
25% in the Primary [PSLE], Secondary ['NT’, ‘NA’, ‘O’ Level] and Junior College [‘A’ level] Examinations).
There is no income limit for this category. Students will be selected by the Education Selection Panel.

4) Distinction Awards
Students who have performed with high academic merit in the national examinations (Based on MOE data; the Top
Eurasian student in the Primary [PSLE], Secondary ['NT’, ‘NA’, ‘O’ Level] and Junior College ['A’ level] Examinations).
Students from ITE, Polytechnic and University who have performed with high academic merit will be considered for
the Distinction Award. There is no income limit for this category. Students will be selected by the Education Selection
Panel.

v" SELECTION CRITERIA FOR DISTINCTION AWARDS (for ITE, Polytechnic and University)

1. The criteria for the award would be based on outstanding academic results in all the previous years of study at
the Institute / School.

2. In addition, Applicants should have demonstrated a good track record of leadership, participation in sports and/or
community projects.

3. Those who have served the Eurasian Association under any community, cultural or education projects will be
given additional consideration.

4. The Education Selection Panel of the Eurasian Association will make the final selection and the decision will be
final.
